Stephen Hornsby is Professor of Geography and Canadian
Studies and former director of the Canadian-American
Center at the University of Maine. Originatty from Engtand,

Hornsby has been steeped in Canadian Studies for his
academic career. ln 1982 he was appointed assistant director
of the Canadian-American Center, University of Maine. He

was appointed associate director in L990 and director in
1-994. He stepped down from the post in2O2l, his twenty-
seven years of service atmost without paralteI at the
University of Maine.

During his directorship, Hornsby maintained the Center's
reputation as the teading institute for the study of Canada in
the United States.

Hornsby enhanced the Center's reputation for scholarty research,
strengthened its teaching mission, and supported its outreach in Canadian
Studies. His many and varied accomptishments as director ranged from
organizing an historicat geography conference at Battte Harbour, Labrador
(2005), to commissioning Margaret Wickens Pearce to produce the Coming
Home to lndigenous Ptace Names in Canada map (2017) to mark the 15oth

anniversary of Canadian Confederation. A comptetety new representation of
Canada, this prize-winning map shows onty First Nations, M6tis, and lnuit ptace

names atong with their Engtish transtations. He has served on the Executive
Board of the Association for Canadian Studies in the United States (ACSUS),

and on the Futbright Committee on Graduate Awards for Canada.

Hornsby is an accomptished schola[ making signa[ contributions to our
understanding of the historical geography of northeastern North America and
the Attantic wortd. He has authored or co-edited ten books, including three
pubtished by McGitt-Queen's University Press. His first book, Nrneteenth-
Century Cope Breton (MQUB 1992) won a Ctio Award from the Canadian
Historical Association for the best book on Attantic Canada. Surveyors of
Empire: Somuel Holland, J.F.W. Des Borres, ond the Moking of the Atlontic
Neptune (MQUB 2011) won three awards, including the Pierre Savard Award
from the lnternational CounciI for Canadian Studies. For his outstanding
contributions to Canadian Studies, ACSUS awarded him the Donner Medalin
2023.
